—a parent—someone to trust in the most vulnerable times in my life—and the only other front door I

felt like I never needed to ring. This book is a favorite from my kids personal library. It reminds me of

the love you feel even when loved ones are far away. I recently brought it out because I thought it

would be relevant for the twins when they go to kindergarten. If it speaks to you, please feel free to

pass it along to your granddaughter, daughter, whoever. Otherwise, enjoy it and know that you have

touched so many people who will think of you fondly and often in all walks of life. People around the

world will talk about you when they describe the word loyal, hardworking, enthusiastic, fun, athletic,

easy going. They will talk about you as an honest hard working businessman. They will smile when

they think of you as an influential coach, mentor, or male figure they needed at just the right time in

their lives. And they will smile when they think of the love support and humor you provided in their

lives and the joy that your aura exudes any time you walked in the room. I know you know this but I will

always be there for our Lexi Lou.
